Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady attended the meeting.  There was one member of the public present. 

The Chair opened the meeting, advised of the fire and public speaking procedures and welcomed everyone. 


1. 	Public Session

2.	Absence

Apologies for absence had been submitted by Mrs K Wilson.  There was currently one vacancy on the Parish Council.

3.	Minutes

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor G Atkinson and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 16 July 2024 be approved as a true record and were duly signed by the Chair.

4.	Declarations of Interest

5.	Planning

Following consideration by the Councillors of the Planning Applications received from Cornwall Council, the following decisions were made:

PA24/06028 – Mor Ros, Laflouder Lane – Installation of 16 ground mounted solar panks with associated cable run to nearby dwelling

There were no comments online. 

It was proposed by Councillor M Rowse, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Skeites and RESOLVED that the application be supported.  There was one abstention.

The following decisions had been made by Cornwall Council:-

PA24/02822 - Polurrian Hotel, Polurrian Road - Construction of hotel extension to provide 15 new suites, extended function room space and integral spa facilities without compliance with condition 2 of decision PA23/03516 dated 14.11.2023 – Approved

PA24/04792 - 1 Gibbons Fields - Proposed extensions and associated works – Approved

PA24/03924 - Ventures Gifts, Savoy House, Churchtown - Proposed change of use with internal alterations and associated works - Approved

6.	Report from Cornwall Councillor A Soady 

Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady updated the meeting on various Council briefings which he would circulate by email.  

Councillor J Birnie asked where the 4,500 new homes for Cornwall, which the new government were promising, would be placed.

Councillor Soady thought that a volunteer group would be set up to dredge the river at Poldhu.  Councillors yet again explained what the problems were with the river at Poldhu, and suggested that heavy machinery was required, not a volunteer group.

The Chair asked if Newquay Airport would be sold.  Discussions were ongoing.

7.	Chair and Clerks Comments

8.	Public Rights of Way

Following the dismissal of the Appeal to the Secretary of State to move Byway 35, a DMMO was now out for consultation. Councillor R Willey questioned why objections were allowed, when the DMMO had been ordered by the Secretary of State.  The Clerk would make contact with the DMMO Officer.

9.	Public Open Spaces 

It was noted that the Mullion Extravaganza had been a huge success.

Councillor J Pascoe updated the meeting on the current situation with the CCTV system in the park.  The system was partially working, but required a complete overhaul to continue to be effective.  He would obtain quotes for a system that would be suitable for the area and the operators.

Quotes were still be obtained for new park equipment.  It was suggested that Cornwall Council be contacted to find out which companies they used for their play areas.  It was thought that St Austell Brewery had funding available at the current time.

The plywood had been ordered to repair the large climbing frame.

The lane to the Cemetery required some trimming back.
10.	Highways 

A puddle was forming on the Gunwalloe side of Poldhu bridge following the gulley being filled in – the Clerk would contact the National Trust.

Concerns were raised regarding parking on double yellow lines and pavements in the village.  The Clerk would contact the Parking Enforcement Officer.

The wooden bench located outside of the YMCA had rotted out.  Councillor R Willey would take a look at it.

11.	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for funding

12.	Finance and Accounts

It was proposed by Councillor J Pascoe, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Skeites and RESOLVED to confirm the accounts and to pay the invoices.

13.	Other correspondence received

Councillor J Pascoe advised Councillors that the National Trust and Mullion Cove Harbour Group would be hosting an update meeting in the Village Hall on Saturday 7 September 2024 at 6.15pm.

Mr Richard Ormond had applied to be a Councillor.  It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor L Skeites and unanimously agreed to co-opt Mr Ormond onto the Parish Council.
