


Mullion Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 16 August 2022 at 7.00pm in The Centenary Room, Methodist Chapel, Churchtown, Mullion

Three members of the public also attended the meeting.


The Chair opened the meeting and welcomed everyone. 


1. 	Public Session

None.

2.	Absence

Councillor L Higgins and J Pascoe had submitted their apologies to the meeting.

3.	Minutes

It was proposed by Councillor L Skeites, seconded by Councillor R Willey and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 19 July 2022 be approved as a true record and was duly signed by the Chair.

4.	Declarations of Interest

None.

5.	Planning

Following consideration by the Councillors of the Planning Applications received from Cornwall Council, the following decisions were made:

PA22/06352 - Mr & Mrs Grey – Tregwinian, Polurrian - Replacement dwelling and Associated Works 

The Clerk read the comments that had been received online.  The Agent attended the meeting and spoke in favour of the application, stating that the proposed dwelling would be carbon neutral.

Some Councillors raised concern over the proposed development commenting that it would not be inkeeping with the surrounding properties, it was overdevelopment of the site and too large for the plot, as well as being highly visible from the South West Coast Path.  It was also suggested that the demolition of existing properties was changing the face of Mullion.

However, other Councillors felt that the proposed development would be a huge benefit to the carbon zero agenda and other houses along that road had already been redeveloped.

It was proposed by Councillor P Gilbert to support the application.  That proposal was seconded by Councillor M Rowse and received three votes.

Three Councillors voted against the application and two abstained.  The Chair therefore used her casting vote to support the application.

PA22/06821 – Mr D Ashcroft - 31 Clifden Close - Extension and alterations to dwelling and detached studio 

There were no comments online.

Councillors raised concerns over the two basements – one under the main residence and one under the proposed studio in the garden.  The large two storey studio in the garden was also a cause for concern as it could be used as a holiday let and it would look straight into the adjoining gardens and houses.

It was therefore proposed by Councillor Mrs L Skeites, seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED to object to the application as it stands.  Councillors agreed that the extension to the main dwelling was acceptable.

PA22/06177 - Mr & Mrs J Kincaid – Alban, Lender Lane - Proposed loft conversion, extensions, internal alterations and raised patio

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Skeites, seconded by Councillor P Gilbert and RESOLVED to support the application.

PA22/06412 Mr & Mrs Graham & Sarah Barnett - Manebe 83 Laflouder Fields - Rear & Side extension to dormer bungalow at ground and first floor level

The Clerk advised the meeting that there was one objection online.  Councillors did not agree with the issues raised in that objection.

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor A Gilbert and RESOLVED to support the application.

The following applications had not been received in time for the agenda, however Councillors agreed to take them at the meeting:-
		
	PA22/06694 - Whole Ship Consulting Ltd - Predannack Airfield, Hervan Lane, Predannack - Erection of hangars and siting of office building with associated works

The Applicants attended the meeting and outlined the reason for the application.

It was proposed by Councillor M Rowse, seconded by Councillor P Gilbert and RESOLVED to support the application.

PA22/01405/PREAPP – Mr C Rule - Land At Rear Of Trecarne, Meaver Road - Pre-application advice for proposed new dwelling cut into existing gradient of field with detached garage / workshop. Extensive landscaping and planting of new trees and shrubs to clean up existing scrubland and improve appearance. Provision for private allotment land within site to allow growing of fruits and vegetables. Existing field access to be retained and used for development

Councillors reiterated their longstanding view on the development of land at Meaver.  No support could be given to the development of a Greenfield site.  Access remained very dangerous at this location.

Two members of the public left the meeting.

The following decisions were made by Cornwall Council:-

PA22/03285 - Mr & Mrs Whitehead-Swann Location – Glenhurst, Nansmellyon Road - Retrospective application for converted garage space to annexe accommodation for ancillary use and as a holiday let - Approved

PA22/04700 - Miss R Bennetts & Mr J.B.W. Bennetts - Penhale Farm, Penhale - Proposed barn conversion and extension to form a single dwelling with ancillary annex/holiday accommodation – Approved

PA19/01241 - Mrs Williams - Land And Buildings at Clahar Garden - Conversion of barns to form two residential dwellings – Refused 


6.	Report from Cornwall Councillor A Soady 

Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady advised the meeting that there were discussions at County Hall about devolution for a Mayor Of Cornwall, although there was no information forthcoming at the current time.

There was also no update on the public toilets at Poldhu.

7.	Chairman and Clerks Comments

8.	Public Rights of Way

Concern was raised over new barriers being places on the definitive map route of the South West Coast Path at Mullion Cove.  The route had now been diverted inland without any notification to the Parish Council.  The Clerk would liaise with Councillor J Pascoe before contacting the National Trust and Cornwall Council.

9.	Public Open Spaces 

One of the gates has been pulled off of its hinges of the metal fence surrounding the play park.  The Clerk would ask the installer to send three expanding hinges so that Councillor A Gilbert and R Willey could repair the gate.

Councillor L Skeites had met with the contractor in the cemetery and asked him to cut back the hedges severely.  She had also asked for a price for a load of top soil to cover the sinking graves in the newer part of the cemetery.  There was garden waste tipped along the hedge which was thought to be coming from the neighbouring properties.  The Clerk would write a letter to the house occupants.

It was suggested that the lane from Lender Lane to the cemetery required cutting back.

Mullion In Bloom would now need to water plants by watering can due to the hosepipe ban.


10. 	Highways 

There were reports of vehicles entering the one way system at Lender Lane from the no entry end.  Signage was clear.

Cornwall Councillor A Soady had painted the stones on The Commons white – this had been in situ for many years however two vehicles had recently hit them.

11.	Car Park Charging and Use

A discussion took place regarding the Forge Car Park.  It was agreed that the following sign be made and replaced the existing sign:-
