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Recording at Meetings Policy
The Local Audit and Accountability Act 2014 provides for the openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations.  It amends parts of previous legislation, namely the 1960 Public Bodies (admission to Meetings Act) and the 1972 Local Government Act.
The Local Audit and Accountability Act 2014 states that all Parish Council Meetings can be recorded.  No permission or awareness is required to record at Meetings.  The press, public and Members of the Council are entitled to record proceedings.  Any part of a Parish Council meeting which is open to the public, including committees and sub committees can be recorded, although the Code of Conduct still applies to confidential items.  Any discussion where the press and public have been excluded, or where other statutes exclude access to information, cannot be recorded.  Where the owner of the recording equipment is not present, the item cannot be recorded.

The following notice will be made available to members of the public at every meeting:-

“This meeting has been advertised as a public meeting and as such could be filmed or recorded by broadcasters, the media or members of the public.
Please be aware that whilst every effort is taken to ensure that members of the public are not filmed, we cannot guarantee this, especially if you are speaking or taking an active role.

Please let the Clerk know if you wish to record this meeting.”
