Members of the public are requested to adhere to the following Standing Orders of this Council:-
22.3
If a member of the public interrupts the proceedings at any meeting, the Chairman may, after warning, order that he/she be removed from the Council Chamber.
22.4
Members of the public are permitted to make representations, answer questions and give evidence in respect of any item of business included in the agenda.  Members of the public are requested to give their name prior to speaking.
22.5
Subject to standing Order 22.4 above, each member of the public is entitled to speak once only in respect of business itemised on the agenda and shall not speak for more than three minutes.  Furthermore, an objector or a supporter may each speak on a planning application which is due to be heard at the Parish Council Meeting.  In the event of more than one objector (or applicant/supporter) wishing to speak, a spokesperson should be agreed between the parties to speak for all prior to the meeting.  Professional agents may be used by any party entitled to speak.  Three minutes will be allocated to one objector, and three minutes to the applicant or supporter.  The time limits imposed will be strictly observed even if it means that presentations will not be completed before the time limit expires.  Interruptions will not be allowed.  Speakers should restrict their comments to material planning considerations only.
