Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady attended the meeting. 


The Chair opened the meeting, advised of the fire procedures and welcomed everyone. 


1. 	Public Session

None.

2.	Absence

Apologies for absence from Councillors D Durham, L Higgins and J Pascoe were received.  

3.	Minutes

It was proposed by Councillor L Skeites, seconded by Councillor R Willey and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 15 November 2022 be approved as a true record and were duly signed by the Chairman.

4.	Declarations of Interest

None.

5.	Planning

Following consideration by the Councillors of the Planning Applications received from Cornwall Council, the following decisions were made:

PA22/10409 - Predannack Farmhouse, Predannack - Conversion of redundant agricultural buildings to 7 residential units with garages and parking space with removal of condition 2 of decision PA16/05044 dated 05/04/2017

No comments were made online and the alterations to the approved plans were minor.

It was proposed by Councillor P Gilbert, seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED to support the application.

PA22/09875 – Land and buildings adjacent to Porthpradnack, Ghost Hill, Predannack – Construction of a detached dwelling within the domestic grounds of Porthpradnack

The neighbours who had previously objected to the construction of a dwelling had confirmed that they would not be objecting to these new plans.  The Clerk read the Parish Council’s objections to the previous planning application which had been refused.

It was then proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED to support the application.

PA22/10277 - Former Half Tides, Laflouder Lane - Non-material amendment in relation to decision notice PA16/04222 dated 20/09/2016 for moving the location of the building 1m to the south-west and lower some of the floor levels by up to 500mm whilst maintaining the approved roof ridge heights

Councillors raised concerns over the creation of a road across the fields to access this site.  It was suggested that a condition be placed on the decision notice to request that the road be removed as soon as the development was completed.

It was proposed by Councillor L Skeites, seconded by Councillor R Willey and RESOLVED to support the application if the above condition was imposed.

The following decisions were decided by the Local Planning Authority:-

PA22/08339 – Clifden, Polurrian Cliffs - Application for a lawful development certificate for a proposed new access track to serve an existing agricultural building – Granted

PA22/06694 - Erection of hangar and siting of office building with associated works - Predannack Airfield Hervan Lane Predannack – Approved

PA22/09780 – YMCA, Nansmellyon Road - Proposal Change of finish to two gable walls from approved re-rendering and repair to removal of existing render and repair and repointing of original stonework (amendment to decision ref. PA22/03244) - Approved

PA22/09578 – Kantara, 89 Laflouder Fields - Proposed extension - Approved

PA22/09341 - Clahar Cottage, Trewoon Road - Listed Building application for the construction of a detached domestic garage, erection of an open-sided pergola within the curtilage of Clara Cottage – Approved

PA22/09340 - Clahar Cottage, Trewoon Road - Proposal Construction of a detached domestic garage, erection of an open-sided pergola – Approved

PA22/09813 - Cornish Haven, Trembel Lane - Construction of Front Porch – Approved


The planning enforcement complaint at the Former Rivera Stores building had yet to be resolved.  Cornwall Councillor A Soady would chase this matter up.


6.	Report from Cornwall Councillor A Soady 

Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady advised the meeting that he would contact the National Trust and Cormac regarding the flooding issues at Poldhu during periods of heavy rainfall.  The road was currently closed for this reason.

There was no update on the public toilets at Poldhu.  The Clerk would email her contact at Cornwall Council.

Councillor Soady stated that the Christmas lights in the village looked great and that the steps being taken to reopen Cury School were positive.

Gritting from the A3083 to Mullion via Poldhu Cove was non-existent.  The hills at Poldhu and Nantithet were impassable during icy weather.  Councillor Soady had made contact with Cormac.

There was no update on Cornwall Council’s budget.  The Clerk would email Councillor Soady to ask when the budget would be set and to see the draft budget.

7.	Chairman and Clerks Comments 

There was still no internet or phone line in the new Parish Office.

The Chairman wished everyone a lovely Christmas and a Happy New Year.

The Chairman agreed to attend the Cluster Meeting of the Lizard Parish Councils on 24 January in place of Councillor J Pascoe.

8.	Public Rights of Way

The South West Coast Path between Poldhu and Polurrian Beach was flooding in places.  The Clerk would report the issue to the National Trust.

The overgrown and dangerous path from Mullion Cove Hotel to Mullion Cove had been reported to the Countryside Access Officer along with photos as the path is very dangerous in its current state.

9.	Public Open Spaces 

The Clerk still needed to obtain a quote for the installation of one full size goal post in the park to replace the existing smaller goal posts.

The boat also needed removing and replacing – a quote would be obtained.

Councillor A Gilbert had completed the checklist in the park and repaired any issues.  Some of the gym equipment is failing.  It was agreed to remove each piece of equipment once it was beyond repair and to replace it with other equipment once that area was clear.

A new SIM card was required to obtain remote access to the CCTV.  Councillor A Gilbert and the Clerk had visited the CCTV hut and the equipment was in good working order.

The trees and the hedges had been cut back in the Cemetery as requested.

10.	Highways 

There were potholes at the entrance to Redannack Estate from Lender Lane – the Clerk would report them.

The Clerk would also chase an update on the no entry signage at the Lender Lane/Churchtown entrance and the parking signage at the Forge Car Park.

11.	Precept Demand 2023/24

The Clerk had previously circulated the figures relating to the budget for 2023/24.  A discussion took place and the Clerk explained the income and expenditure expected in the next financial year, as well as the affect any increase or decrease in our precept demand would have on households in the village.  The precept had not increased in the previous 3 years.

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED to increase the precept for 2023/24 by 3%.  Two Councillors voted against the increase. The precept amount would increase to £55,531.52.  There would be an increase of £1.09 to a Band D household per year calculated on the current tax base information provided by Cornwall Council.

12.	Calendar of Meetings 2023

It was agreed to accept the Calendar of Meetings for 2023.  

13.	Mullion Community Award 2023

There had been no nominations for the Award this year.  Therefore the award would not be presented in January.

14.	Campaign to Protect Rural England

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor P Gilbert and RESOLVED to subscribe to the CPRE for the forthcoming year.

15.	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for funding	

A thank you letter had been received from the Mullion Heritage Centre.

A letter had been received from Mullion Christmas Lights asking for a donation towards their ongoing costs.

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by the Chairman and RESOLVED to donate £550.00 to the organisation.

16.	Finance and Accounts

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor P Gilbert and RESOLVED to confirm the accounts and to pay the invoices.

17.	Other correspondence received

The Clerk advised the meeting of the following:-
