


Mullion Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 17 August 2021 at 7.00pm in The School Room, Methodist Chapel, Churchtown, Mullion

Three members of the public, including Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady, also attended the meeting.


The Chairman opened the meeting, advised of the fire procedures and welcomed everyone. 


1. 	Public Session

None.


2.	Absence

Councillor P Gilbert, H Pickett, M Rowse and R Willey had submitted their apologies to the meeting.


3.	Minutes

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Skeites, seconded by Councillor Mrs K Wilson and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 15 June 2021 be approved as a true record and was duly signed by the Chairman.


4.	Declarations of Interest

5.	Planning

Due to the July meeting of the Parish Council being cancelled because of the significant rise of Covid 19 cases in the area, the following decisions were made by email consultation:-

PA21/05370 - Mr & Mrs Punter - Land Adj To Mullion Gymnastics Centre Trembel Lane Mullion Helston Cornwall TR12 7DA Partial demolition of existing building and erection of two dwellings, managers accommodation and gymnasium extension with variation of condition 5 of decision PA15/04608 dated 13/07/2015 - Supported
PA21/05504 – Mr & Mrs A Witheywood – Land adj to Laflouder Farmhouse, Laflouder Lane – Reserved matters application for access, appearance, landscaping, layout and scale following outline approval PA18/09039 dated 04.12.18 – Objected 
PA21/05303 - Mr D Cummings - Pembroke House, Churchtown - To demolish an existing domestic store/workshop and propose a new 1 bedroom holiday let accommodation - Supported
PA21/04645 - Mr C Paul - Thistle Hollow, Cottage Predannack - Extension and alterations to dwelling – Supported

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Skeites, seconded by Councillor J Pascoe and RESOLVED to ratify these decisions.

Following consideration by the Councillors of the Planning Applications received from Cornwall Council, the following decisions were made:

PA21/06371 – Mr J Smith – Caudry, Poldhu Road - Proposed first floor rear extension, a single-storey side extension and a front covered area extension, plus cladding all external walls with weatherboarding, and associated external and internal alterations to the property, including Juliet window and front raised verandah

Concern was raised over the access to the site and the dangerous corner on which building materials would need to be delivered.

However, it was proposed by Councillor Mrs K Wilson, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Skeites and RESOLVED to support this application.

PA21/071337 - Mr & Mrs P Tams - Tregellas Road, Mullion - Proposed extension to form Garage 

The Applicants attended the meeting was willing to answer any questions.

It was proposed by Councillor J Pascoe, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Skeites and RESOLVED to support this application.

Two members of the public left the meeting.

PA21/00893 - Mr & Mrs T Powell - Mullion Mini Market, Nansmellyon Road - Change of use, conversion and extension to create 4 No. residential units – Approved

Councillor L Higgins advised Cornwall Councillor Soady of the Parish Council’s disappointment that the replacement of Mullion Gym with two houses had been supported by him at the Planning Committee meeting.  Councillor L Higgins had serious concerns over planning permissions being granted with no benefit to the village being sought prior to permissions being approved.  The Chairman stated that discussions regarding village benefits needed to be held early on in the application process and urged Councillor L Higgins to take the lead on this with his planning knowledge.


6.	Report from Cornwall Councillor A Soady 

Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady advised the meeting that he had been dealing with comments on planning applications and the proposed highway scheme for Nansmellyon Road.

He also said that the 20mph signs on Meaver Road were overgrown.  The Clerk would contact the Highways Department.


7.	Chairman and Clerks Comments 

The Chairman advised the meeting that he had been contacted by the Chairman of the Sunshine Cafe regarding their desire for a day centre in Mullion.  At the current time, the Sunshine Cafe had a lot of work to do before any action was taken, and they were just making the Parish Council aware of their intentions.


8.	Public Rights of Way

Councillor R Willey had met with Cornwall Council about the improvement funding to spend on our pubic rights of way.  The first path to receive attention would be FP3, from the bottom of Ghost Hill toward Predannack Manor.  Cornwall Council had drawn up a schedule of works and it was suggested that the Clerk obtained quotes from three contractors. It was hoped that they would provide quotes so that a decision could be made. 


9.	Public Open Spaces 

The gates leading from Lender Lane to the Cemetery are in the process of being painted.  Councillor Mrs L Skeites stated that the bushes in the cemetery still needed cutting back.  The stones in the cemetery walk way wall had now been placed back into the hedge.

The new fence around the play area has now been completed.

It was suggested that two new picnic benches were purchased for the playing field.  The Clerk had asked Councillor H Pickett to move the heavy black bench back down towards the play area with help from the Fire Training Crew.

Following the recent windy weather, a few branches had come loose in the park trees.  The Clerk had asked for a survey of the trees to be undertaken within the next month.

The bins had been removed from the Mullion Garden following misuse by holiday homes.  Councillor J Pascoe asked if a bigger bin could be installed in Mullion Cove, or the possibility of a recycling option.  It was suggested that one of the Mullion Garden bins could be placed down at the Cove.  Councillor J Pascoe would liaise with the Chairman.


10. 	Village Hall Custodial Trustee Report

Unfortunately Councillor M Rowse, who had undertaken the ground work on this item, was unable to attend the meeting.

The Chairman laid out the facts.  The Village Hall Committee wished the Parish Council to be the Custodial Trustee of the building.  It would ensure that the Hall could not be sold by the Management Committee in the future.

The Solicitor had confirmed that there was no liability for individual Councillors, and that the Council could only be liable if it knew about the offence being committed.  However, indemnity insurance could be taken out.  The day to day running of the hall would continue to be undertaken by the Management Committee.

Councillors discussed the pros and cons to taken on the Custodial Trustee role.  Two questions were raised: What is a Custodial Trustee and Can the Custodial Trustee be dismissed by the Village Hall Committee.  The Clerk and Chairman would find answers to those questions prior to the next meeting.

Due to four Councillors, one of them being the Project Lead, not being present at the meeting to make such an important decision, it was proposed by Councillor Mrs K Wilson, seconded by Councillor A Gilbert and RESOLVED to defer the item to an Extraordinary Meeting in September.


11.	Highways 

The consultation for the traffic calming scheme on Nansmellyon Road is now live until 27 August 2021.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would fully support the scheme.

The road to Mullion Cove was still severely overgrown.  The Clerk had reported the growth to Highways, who had decided that the road was not actionable, on several occasions.  She would try again.  The Clerk would also write to Criggan Mill, Trenance and the owners of the pony field at Mullion Cove.


12.	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for funding

13.	Finance and Accounts

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs K Wilson, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Skeites and RESOLVED to confirm the accounts and to pay the invoices.
