Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady attended the meeting.  There were two members of the public present. 

The Chair opened the meeting, advised of the fire procedures and welcomed everyone. 


1. 	Public Session

None.

2.	Absence

Apologies for absence from Councillors D Durham, A Gilbert and D Owens were received.  

3.	Minutes

It was proposed by Councillor L Skeites, seconded by Councillor R Willey and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 18 October 2022 be approved as a true record and were duly signed by the Chairman.

4.	Declarations of Interest

None.

5.	Planning

Following consideration by the Councillors of the Planning Applications received from Cornwall Council, the following decisions were made:

PA22/01780/PREAPP - Land at Rear of Trecarne, Meaver Road - Pre application advice for Proposed self-build affordable dwelling

The applicants attended the meeting and advised Councillors that the only change between this pre-app and the previous pre-app was the fact that this dwelling was proposed to be an affordable house to the location of the site being an exception site.

The applicants had paid for the views of the Highways Officer, which had yet to be published.

The applicants then left the meeting.

PA22/09507 - Mullion Gallery, Nansmellyon Road - Proposed Demolition of former gallery to form 3 dwellings without compliance with condition 2 of decision notice PA19/09673 dated 15/06/2021 (Appeal Ref APP/D0840/W/21/3278655 dated 09/02/2022) 

Concerns were raised by Councillors due to the amount of changes made to this application, which had been approved via the appeals process.  It was felt that the additional windows in the first floor would create overlooking issues to the neighbouring properties.  The loss of the stone gable ends would be a change in the aesthetics to the buildings which would not be as inkeeping as other buildings, such as the YMCA building.  This change was simply a cost saving and would not enhance the look of the buildings.

It was proposed by Councillor L Skeites, seconded by Councillor J Pascoe and RESOLVED to object to the planning application on the grounds listed above.

The following two applications were discussed together.

PA22/09340 - Clahar Cottage, Trewoon Road - Construction of a detached domestic garage, erection of an open-sided pergola

PA22/09341 - Clahar Cottage, Trewoon Road - Listed Building application for the construction of a detached domestic garage, erection of an open-sided pergola within the curtilage of Clara Cottage

There were some concerns amongst Councillors that the construction of a garage would create overcrowding in this area.  Parking for this property was not brilliant, with cars often parked on the road.  It was hoped that the garage would be used as a parking area to reduce the amount of vehicles being parked on the road.

It was proposed by Councillor L Skeites, seconded by Councillor J Pascoe and RESOLVED not to comment on the application.

PA22/09622 - 4 Trembel Road - Single-storey flat roof side extension

It was proposed by Councillor J Pascoe, seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED to support the application.

PA22/09780 – YMCA, Nansmellyon Road - Change of finish to two gable walls from approved re-rendering and repair to removal of existing render and repair and repointing of original stonework

It was proposed by Councillor P Gilbert, seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED to support the application.

PA22/09592 – Merewood, 2 Park Enskellaw - Proposed detached annex with dual use as occasional holiday let with landscaping and associated works 

A favourable pre-app had been received for this application.  There were no comments online, but Councillors raised the following points:-

· Overdevelopment of the small site
· The garden was often water logged
· There was insufficient parking on the site to support the holiday let
· Overload of local services, as well as the infrastructure in Mullion
· Located very close to the neighbouring property

It was proposed by Councillor J Pascoe, seconded by Councillor P Gilbert and RESOLVED to object to the application for the reasons listed above.

PA22/09578 – Kantara, 89 Laflouder Fields - Proposed extension

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by the Chairman and RESOLVED to support the application.

The following application was received after the agenda was published.  It was agreed to discuss it at this meeting.

PA22/09813 – Cornish Haven, Trembel Lane – Construction of a front porch

It was proposed by Councillor P Gilbert, seconded by Councilor J Pascoe and RESOLVED to support the application.

The following Appeal was decided by the Planning Inspector:-

PA21/05504– Land adjacent to Laflouder Farmhouse – Erection of a dwelling - Appeal Allowed

It was noted that the development at Riviera Stores was being looked at by Planning Enforcement.

6.	Report from Cornwall Councillor A Soady 

Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady advised the meeting that he had attended a meeting with Cornwall Council’s building company “Treveth” who were building affordable rented housing in Cornwall using local contractors.

Discussions were still ongoing with the Aviation Museum at Newquay Airport in relation to their lease.

7.	Chairman and Clerks Comments 

The Chairman had received a letter from Derek Thomas MP regarding the long waiting times for hospital admissions at Treliske Hospital, Truro.  Due to bed blocking, the average time to be seen at Treliske is 5 hours and 16 minutes.  The average time overall in the South West is 43 minutes.  Cornwall Councillor Soady was asked what Cornwall Council was doing to help reduce the waiting times.  He promised to take it up with Derek Thomas MP and Cornwall Council.

The Clerk advised the meeting that she had moved out of the office located within the school building and would be in the new office with an accessible entrance directly from the car park at the school from next week.  The original phone number was now working again.

8.	Public Rights of Way

The Clerk had not heard anymore from the Countryside Officer regarding the resurfacing of footpaths 221/58 and 36 at Polurrian.  She would send a chasing email.

Councillor J Pascoe would send the Clerk photos of the South West Coast Path leading from Mullion Cove to Mullion Hotel which needed some attention.

9.	Public Open Spaces 

The Grounds Maintenance Contractor had been asked to remove the two trees closest to Parc En Venton in the cemetery.  The logs would be left for community use.

Councillor J Pascoe was in talks with to more companies to provide quotes for the installation of electric vehicles in Tremenhee Car Park.  National Grid had quoted £11539 to bring electric into the car park to.  It was hoped that a meeting with the Cornish company would provide some information about any available grant funding.

Councillor R Willey had been very busy in the park fixing the small boat, wooden bench and climbing frame which had bene broken due to mindless vandalism.  The Clerk would put a notice on the Parish Council Facebook page stating our concern about vandalism in the park.

Councillor R Willey had been approached in the park by a couple of young lads who were asking for full size goalposts on the open area in the park as the Football Club no longer allowed them to play on their pitches.  The Parish Council had always tried to keep that area of the park completely free of equipment so that it could be used by anyone for any large gatherings.  It was suggested that the two small goalposts could be removed and replaced with one large goal post on that pitch at the basketball net end.  The Clerk would look into the costs of a goal post being installed.

10.	Highways 

The roads had now been resurfaced and were looking great.

11.	To ratify the decision made by the Mullion Village Community Interest Company in relation to the public toilet refurbishment

The CIC had met earlier and discussed the quotes received for the works to refurbish the toilet block at Tremenhee and at Mullion Cove.  Tremenhee would cost £18,507.32 and Mullion Cove would be £32,531.47.  It was proposed by Councillor J Pascoe seconded by Councillor P Gilbert and RESOLVED to ratify the decision of the CIC.

12.	Proposed changes to the Community Network Area

The Clerk had circulated the information on the proposed changes to the Community Network Area.  There were two options to choose from:-

Option 1 – “Hayle, Helston, South Kerrier Community Area Partnership
Option 2 – “Helston and South Kerrier Community Area Partnership (as it currently stands)

It was proposed by Councillor L Skeites, seconded by Councillor R Willey and RESOLVED to support Option 2.  If Option 1 was chosen, small communities on the Lizard would be overwhelmed by the bigger towns and parishes of Hayle, St Erth and Gwinear-Gwithian and would not receive a fair representation.


13.	Consultation by Cornwall Council on Polurrian Cove Toilets

The Clerk had circulated an email from the Property Department at Cornwall Council who were looking to dispose of the Polurrian Cove Toilets.  They were obligated to offer the building to the local Council in the first instance.

A discussion took place giving a short history of the site and the likely future of the building.

It was proposed by Councillor M Rowse, seconded by Councillor L Skeites and RESOLVED to advise Cornwall Council that the Parish Council did not have an interest in acquiring the property.

14.	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for funding	

A letter had been received from Mullion Heritage Centre asking for a donation towards their ongoing insurance costs.  A discussion took place which included advertising – some Councillors didn’t even know about the centre.

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor P Gilbert and RESOLVED to donate £300.00 to the organisation.

A letter had been received from Citizens Advice Cornwall asking for a donation towards their ongoing costs, which were expected to be higher this year due to the high demand.

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED to donate £200.00 to the organisation.

15.	Finance and Accounts

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor L Skeites and RESOLVED to confirm the accounts and to pay the invoices.

16.	Other correspondence received

The Clerk had received an email from someone on the Lizard who was hoping to set up warm spaces in the area.  There were many warm spaces in Mullion already, with coffee mornings taking place on most days which everyone was welcome to attend.  The Church had recently started a soup lunch on Saturday between 12.30 and 1.30.  It was felt that asking families and individuals to travel to other villages on the Lizard would cause additional hardship.

17.	Planning Enforcement

None.
