1. Report from the Chairman of Mullion Parish Council for the year ending 31 March 2018

The Chairman pondered over the past 15 years of his Chairmanship, and asked whether Mullion was a better or worse place.  He felt that where able, the Parish Council had assisted in making the village what it is today.  Councillors were often not highly regarded by members of the community even though they give a lot of voluntary time which often goes unnoticed.  The Chairman suggested that a downfall of the Parish Council was that successes were not better celebrated.  Communication had progressed significantly, and modern communications often helped, but occasionally hindered!  He urged Councillors to take ownership of the village and to further improve it, without taking sides, while being fair and open.
