The Chair opened the meeting, advised of the fire and public speaking procedures and welcomed everyone. She wished everyone a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year.

3.	Minutes

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 19 November 2024 be approved as a true record and were duly signed by the Chair.

4.	Declarations of Interest

5.	Planning

Following consideration by the Councillors of the Planning Applications received from Cornwall Council, the following decisions were made:

PA24/08964 - 19 Clifden Close - Proposed Extension

The Applicants attended the meeting and outlined the application. There was one objection online by the neighbour, however Councillors felt that it was not of material planning consideration.

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor J Pascoe and RESOLVED to support the application.
Two members of the public left the meeting.

PA24/09068 - Mullion Harbour, Mullion Cove - Advertisement consent for 1no. free-standing outdoor information board, for welcome and orientation of visitors

It was proposed by Councillor J Pascoe, seconded by Councillor K Wilson and RESOLVED to support the application.

PA24/08913 - Joes Barn, Laflouder Lane - Replacement window

It was proposed by Councillor M Rowse, seconded by Councillor J Birnie and RESOLVED to support the application.

The following decisions had been made by Cornwall Council:-

PA24/07898 – Jalna, 63 Laflouder Fields - Proposed Extension and Alterations - Approved

PA24/07954 – Caragvean, Ghost Hill Predannack - Replacement conservatory, extension to existing east facing dormer, demolition of existing lean-to greenhouse and extension to existing garage and replacement of existing timber handrail to west elevation balcony - Approved

6.	Report from Cornwall Councillor A Soady 

Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady advised the meeting of the proposed speed limit amendments for Mullion.  Cornwall Council were suggested that the entrance to the village should be national speed limit until the hamlet of Meaver, therefore removing the 30mph limit from Trudnoe Farm to Meaver.  The Parish Council strongly opposed this proposal.  There would be a variable speed limit past Mullion School, which would be reduced to 20mph during school hours only.  The Parish Council strongly opposed this proposal, and suggested that the speed limit should be fixed at 20mph permanently.  The Commons would remain at 30mph, however it was felt that this should be reduced to 20mph.  The Clerk and Councillor Soady would send an email to Cornwall Highways expressing our concerns.  

7.	Chair and Clerks Comments

8.	Public Rights of Way

The Parish Council had been made aware of a proposed closure of Laflouder Lane for resurfacing by the residents.  The Clerk had contacted Highways and the Public Rights of Way Officer, both of which were not aware of the proposed closure.  The owner of the lane would be made aware of the legalities of a road closure.

Byway 35 had been repaired following the washing away of the path.

The unofficial footpath sign at Poldhu Nursing Home had been removed.

9.	Public Open Spaces 

Councillor J Pascoe had circulated a report, including quotes, for the replacement of the CCTV system.  Councillor J Pascoe explained the different options and gave his advice.  It was proposed by Councillor J Pascoe, seconded by Councillor K Wilson and RESOLVED to instruct Cove Security to replace the CCTV system in the park.  Councillor J Pascoe would liaise with the company.

Councillor Mrs K Wilson would launch a crowd funder in February 2025 to help fund the new park equipment.  Cornwall Community Foundation would speak to the Goonhilly Fund to see if the Parish Council could apply for funding.

The Clerk had spoken to South West Play for a repair quote for the adult gym equipment, as the equipment was well used. This quote was still awaited.

New swing seat shackles had been obtained and would be fitted by Councillor G Atkinson.

A branch had fallen from a tree in the park.  Councillor G Atkinson would take a look and the Clerk would instruct the Tree Surgeon if needed.

The spare bins located next to the chapel of rest needed to be moved inside the building to stop people using them.  The Christmas Lights committee would do that.

10.	Highways 

The Halftides development (PA19/02486) had constructed an access across the fields from Angrouse for the duration of the build.  The Clerk was asked to ascertain as to how long that track could stay in place.

11.	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for funding 

None.

12.	Calendar of Meetings 2025

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor A Gilbert and RESOLVED to approve the Calendar of Meetings for 2025.

13.	Precept Demand 2025/26

The Clerk had previously circulated the figures relating to the budget for 2025/26.  A discussion took place and the Clerk explained the income and expenditure expected in the next financial year, as well as the affect any increase or decrease in our precept demand would have on households in the village.  

It was proposed by Councillor M Rowse, seconded by Councillor J Pascoe and RESOLVED to increase the precept for 2025/26 by 5%.  The precept amount would increase to £61,223.61.  There would be an increase of £1.26 to a Band D household per year calculated on the current tax base information provided by Cornwall Council.

14.	Finance and Accounts

It was proposed by Councillor J Pascoe, seconded by Councillor Mrs K Wilson and RESOLVED to confirm the accounts and to pay the invoices.
