Four members of the public attended the meeting. 


The Chair opened the meeting, advised of the fire procedures and welcomed everyone. 


1. 	Public Session

None.

2.	Election of a Vice Chairman

Councillor J Pascoe accepted the position of Vice Chairman and signed the Declaration of Office.

3.	Absence

Councillors J Birnie and L Higgins had submitted their apologies for absence.  Councillor A Gilbert was also not in attendance.

4.	Minutes

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Skeites, seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Annual Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 20 June 2023 be approved as a true record and were duly signed by the Chairperson.

5.	Declarations of Interest

None.

6.	Planning

Following consideration by the Councillors of the Planning Applications received from Cornwall Council, the following decisions were made:

PA23/04388 – Polurrian Hotel – Proposed improvement works to public right of way numbers 221/58/3; 221/36/2 and 221/36/1

There was some local concern about this application.  The Countryside Officer had responded to the consultation online and it was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Skeites, seconded by Councillor R Wiley and RESOLVED to agree with the comments made I the Countryside Officer’s report.

PA23/04984 – National Trust - Poldhu Beach – New timber boardwalk footpath

A National Trust representative attended the meeting to answer any questions.  The boardwalk would enable wheelchair users to access views of the beach from two vantage points.  Councillor R Willey questioned the ruin of maram grass during the construction and installation of the proposed boardwalk.  The National Trust representative explained that the grass was currently being trodden by the paths that are being made by walkers on the dunes.  The grasses that are dug up will be placed elsewhere on the site.  The Environment Agency had objected due to flood risk.

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Skeites, seconded by Councillor J Pascoe and RESOLVED to support the application.

The following decisions were decided by the Local Planning Authority:-

PA22/09507 - Mullion Gallery, Nansmellyon Road - Proposed Demolition of former gallery to form 3 dwellings without compliance with condition 2 of decision notice PA19/09673 dated 15/06/2021 (Appeal Ref APP/D0840/W/21/3278655 dated 09/02/2022) - Approved

PA23/03879 - This Ll Do, The Commons - Proposed loft conversion, extensions and internal alterations – Approved

7.	Report from Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady 

Cornwall Councillor A Soady had submitted his apologies for absence.  The Clerk read the following report:-

“The joint meeting between PCSO Julia Berry and Councillor Soady at Mullion Village hall on Friday 14th July was really well attended and several Public Order issues were discussed with local residents.  The raised visibility of both the Police and the Council working together in Partnership was commended by the Divisional Commander for Police and seen as a really positive step in fulfilling our joint obligations.”

9.	Public Rights of Way


South West Coast Path (FP60) at Mullion Cove was on the waiting list to have works undertaken.  No dates were given.

The DMMO on Byway 34/1 which was refused had now gone to appeal.  It was agreed to instruct the Clerk to draft a response to that appeal.

The second cut of the public rights of way had been undertaken.

10.	Public Open Spaces 

An elm tree in Tremenhee Car Park had died and needed removing.  The Clerk would ask the Grounds Maintenance Contractor to remove it ASAP.  The large vehicles parked in front of the tree would be asked to be moved again.

A neighbour of the park wishing to have some fast growing bushes planted in front of his fence to stop the anti social behaviour occurring from the park had contacted the Clerk again.  The Clerk would ask the Grounds Maintenance Contractor for his opinion and a quote.

The Clerk had yet to receive a reply from Mullion in Bloom in relation to the weeding of the Forge Car Park.

There was levelling up funding available for communities.  The Chair was attending training in the near future and would let us know in due course.

11.	Highways 

No issues were raised.

12.	Installation of height barrier in Tremenhee Car Park

The Clerk had contacted Cornwall Council and their response had been circulated to Councillors.  A barrier would not be installed at the current time.

13.	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for funding	

Citizens Advice had sent a thank you letter for the donation received.

Beyond the Wave CIC had made another request for funding.  It was proposed by the Chair, seconded by Councillor J Pascoe and RESOLVED to donate £250.00 to the organisation.

14.	To complete the Conflict of Interest for with BDO LLP

It was agreed that the Chair would sign the Audit form.

15.	Finance and Accounts

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Skeites and RESOLVED to confirm the accounts and to pay the invoices.  The Clerk had set up online banking.

16.	Other correspondence received

None.

17.	Co-option of new Parish Councillors

One application had been received from Mr George Atkinson.  The Applicant attended the meeting and explained why he wanted to become a Parish Councillor and was subsequently co-opted onto the Council.
