1.	Public Session

None.

2.	Absence

Councillor H Pickett had submitted his apologies to the meeting.  

3.	Minutes

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs C Rule, seconded by Councillor J Lang and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 15 September 2020 be approved as a true record and were duly signed by the Chairman.

4.	Declarations of Interest

5.	Planning

PA20/07820 - Mrs S Cavanagh - 2 Park En Venton Mullion - Proposed conservatory extension to the rear of an existing domestic dwelling

No comments had been received in relation to this application.

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Skeites, seconded by Councillor Mrs K Wilson and RESOLVED to support this application.
PA20/07980 – Mr J Butler – Briar, 1 Pedn Y Ke, Polurrian – New conservatory

No comments had been received in relation to this application.  Councillor J Lang raised concerns about the size of this extension.

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs K Wilson, seconded by Councillor P Wilkins and RESOLVED to support this application.  One Councillor voted against the application.

PA20/08311 - Mrs J Hyde - Former Campden House, The Commons - Application for reserved matters (appearance, landscaping, layout and scale) for the proposed construction of a new two bedroomed detached dwelling following outline permission PA18/05838 and temporary siting of mobile home during construction 

Two letters of objection had been sent to the Clerk and circulated to Councillors.  There were no comments on the online planning register.

A neighbour attending the online meeting and spoke against the application.  He stated that the plans appeared to be incorrect as the datum reference points were incorrect.  He also felt that the proposed dwelling was too big for the site.

A lengthy discussion was had by Councillors.  They agreed that the principle of development had been established through the approved outline planning application, but that it was important to ensure that the correct dwelling was built on the site.

It was proposed by Councillor M Rowse to support the application.  His proposal did not receive any support.

It was they proposed by Councillor P Gilbert, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Skeites and RESOLVED to object to the application on the following grounds:-

· That the plans appeared to be incorrect from the datum reference points
· The proposed dwelling was too large for the site
· The proposed dwelling was overbearing to the neighbouring properties and would impact on their residential amenity.

6.	Report from Cornwall Councillor Mrs C Rule 

Cornwall Councillor Mrs C Rule advised the Mullion’s Highways Scheme, for a table top crossing on the junction with Willis Vean and Nansmellyon Road, had been voted through at the last Community Network Panel Meeting.  

The Household Waste Recycling Centre’s were still operating an odd/even number plate system.  Odd cars were allowed to visit on ‘odd’ days, i.e. 1st, 3rd etc.

Cornwall Council’s Enforcement Officers had been busy enforcing the current Covid Regulations in Cornwall.

Councillor Mrs C Rule stated that Cornwall Council has a Scam Officer.  She wanted to bring this information to the attention of everyone.
She also mentioned that a Lizard resident was hoping to have Laflouder Lane resurfaced and had launched a campaign.  The lane is privately owned, although a byway does run over it.  It was thought that Cornwall Council would not get involved. 

7.	Chairman and Clerks Comments 

The Clerk advised the meeting that she had been part of the Lizard Clerk’s meeting that morning.  Information coming through included news that Cornwall Council’s own Track and Trace service was reaching 85% of people.  Cornwall Council were also offering payments to employed and self employed people who were unable to work because of Covid isolation.

8.	Public Rights of Way

FP4 (Garro Lane) had been severely cut back by Cornwall Council.  A complaint had been made to the Clerk by a neighbouring land owner and he had been directed to the Environment Service at Cornwall Council.

9.	Public Open Spaces 

Councillor I Harvey advised the meeting that the park was in a good condition, although there was a lot of litter around the playing field.  The vandalised bench had now been repaired.

There was no news on the purchase of the Cemetery extension land.

10. 	Highways 

No issues were raised.

11.	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for funding 

None.

12.	Finance and Accounts

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Skeites, seconded by Councillor R Willey and RESOLVED to approve the financial statement.
