One member of the public attended the meeting. 


The Chair opened the meeting, advised of the fire procedures and welcomed everyone. 


1. 	Public Session

None.

2.	Election of a Vice Chairman

Although Councillor J Pascoe was not in attendance, he had accepted the position of Vice Chairman by email.

3.	Absence

Councillor J Pascoe had submitted his apologies for absence.  

4.	Minutes

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Skeites, seconded by Councillor R Willey and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Annual Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 16 May 2023 be approved as a true record and were duly signed by the Chairperson.

5.	Declarations of Interest

None.

6.	Planning

Following consideration by the Councillors of the Planning Applications received from Cornwall Council, the following decisions were made:

PA23/03879 - This Ll Do, The Commons - Proposed loft conversion, extensions and internal alterations

There were no comments online in relation to this application.

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Skeites and RESOLVED to support the application.

PA23/04454 - Honeysuckle Chy, The Commons - Demolition of existing dwelling and construction of new dwelling

There was one objection to this proposal online from the closest neighbour.

Councillors felt that the plans would cause overlooking issues for the neighbouring property, even more so now that the living room would be located on the first floor and several bigger windows would overlook the back of the property.  It was also felt that the new dwelling would be overbearing for the properties nearest to it as the two storey building was positioned right up against both boundary walls.

It was proposed by Councillor L Skeites, seconded by Councillor R Willey and RESOLVED to object to the application for the reasons mentioned above.

It was noted that the window retainers had already been moved from the ground floor flat, previously known as the Riviera Stores.  The Clerk would make contact with the Planning Officer as the planning application had yet to be approved.

The following decisions were decided by the Local Planning Authority:-

PA23/00833 - Rose Cottage, Predannack – Erection of a dwelling – Refused

PA23/03528 - Vos Brea, 88 Laflouder Fields - Proposed porch to front and extension to rear – Approved

7.	Report from Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady 

Cornwall Councillor A Soady had submitted his apologies for absence.  

8.	Chairman and Clerks Comments 

The Chairman had attending the inaugural meeting of the Community Network Partnership in person at Isaac House in Helston.  She felt that it might be more successful that the previous Community Network Panel which it had replaced.  She had agreed to sit on the Levelling Up Working Party Group.  All Councillors were welcome to attend.

9.	Public Rights of Way

Polurrian Hotel had erected fences and illegally closed Footpath 36.  Cornwall Council had requested that they be removed immediately.  A planning permission to upgrade the path would be discussed at the net Parish Council meeting.

It was noted that the steps on the South West Coast Path (FP60) at Mullion Cove were still dangerous – the Clerk would contact the Countryside Officer again.



10.	Public Open Spaces 

Councillors A Gilbert would repair the broken barrier on the play tower with a new length of wood.  He also agreed to meet the CCTV technician onsite for the annual service.

A neighbour of the park wished to plant some fast growing bushes in front of his fence to stop the anti social behaviour occurring from the park.  The Clerk would ask him to submit a proposal.

The Clerk had yet to receive a reply from Mullion in Bloom in relation to the weeding of the Forge Car Park.

11.	Highways 

The hedge of the tight corner at Poldhu needed cutting back.

The road from the A3083 to Meaver had received surface dressing over the past week.

It was reported that a 6” hole had appeared in the pavement on the junction with Nansmellyon Road/Willis Vean.  The Clerk would report the issue.

12.	Installation of height barrier in Tremenhee Car Park

The Clerk had contacted Cornwall Council but had yet to receive a reply.

13.	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for funding	

Cornwall Air Ambulance had sent a thank you letter for the donation received.

14.	Finance and Accounts

Due to the bank statement not being received, the financial report was incomplete.  It was proposed by Councillor M Rowse, seconded by Councillor R Willey and RESOLVED to confirm the accounts and to pay the invoices.  The Clerk was still attempting to set up online banking.

15.	Other correspondence received

None.

16.	Co-option of new Parish Councillors

One application had been received.  The Applicant had been invited to the meeting but was not in attendance.  The Clerk would contact him again and ask him to attend the next meeting.  Applicants would not be co-opted without being present at the meeting.  The notice for vacancies would remain in situ.
