


Mullion Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 19 March 2024 at 7.00pm in The Centenary Room, Methodist Chapel, Churchtown, Mullion

Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady attended the meeting.  There were no members of the public present. 

The Chair opened the meeting, advised of the fire procedures and welcomed everyone. 


1. 	Public Session

None raised.

2.	Absence

Apologies for absence had been submitted by Councillors A Gilbert and J Pascoe.  There was currently one vacancy on the Parish Council.

3.	Minutes

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Skeites and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 20 February 2024 be approved as a true record and were duly signed by the Chair.

4.	Declarations of Interest

None.

5.	Planning

Following consideration by the Councillors of the Planning Applications received from Cornwall Council, the following decisions were made:

PA24/01763 - Jalna 63 Laflouder Fields - Proposed Extension, Alterations and Replacement Garage 

There were no comments received in relation to this application.

It was therefore proposed by Councillor R Willey seconded by Councillor Mrs L Skeites and RESOLVED to support the planning application.

The following applications had been received from Cornwall Council after the publication of the agenda, but it was agreed to discuss them at this meeting:-

PA24/01970 – Tregwinian, Polurrian Cliffs - Application for Non-Material Amendment to PA22/06352 for Replacement dwelling and Associated Works, namely 1) Added roof area for additional head room to dressing room

The original application had received a split vote by Councillors.  Councillor R Willey proposed to object to this application on the grounds of the proposal being even more overbearing than the original application.  This proposal received three votes.

It was the proposed by the Chair, seconded by Councillor M Rowse which received four votes and therefore it was RESOLVED to support the application.

However, it should be noted that a Planning Enforcement case was open due to the complete removal of the Cornish Hedge to the south of the property.  This should be reinstated as a matter of urgency and the Clerk would advise the Planning Officer of the issue.

PA24/01033 - Treverbyn Polurrian Cliffs - Single storey front and rear domestic extensions and widening of existing front entrance and driveway

The Parish Council had previously received an application for this property which had been objected to due to the proposed access from Gwel an Garrek.  That access had been removed from this application, and it was therefore proposed by Councillor Mrs L Skeites seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED to support the planning application

The following decisions had been made by Cornwall Council:-

PA23/10346 - Salisbury House, Churchtown - Proposed alterations to existing single-storey rear extension – Approved

PA24/00024 – Wayfield, Polhorman Lane - Proposed extension, alterations, external cladding and additional parking – Approved

PA23/04747 - Land East of A3083, Bochym - Construction of a single storey office building (use Class EGI), areas of hardstanding (car park/access roads) and landscaped grounds – the Planning Officer wished to approve this application, which the Parish Council had objected to.  With the support of Cornwall Councillor Soady, it was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Skeites and unanimously RESOLVED to request that this application be heard by the Planning Committee.  The Chair agreed to speak on behalf of the Parish Council at that meeting.

An appeal had been sent to the Planning Inspectorate in relation to PA23/00833 – Rose Cottage, Predannack – Construction of a Dwelling.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would send their submission to the Planning Inspector and ask Cornwall Councillor A Soady and Derek Thomas MP to get involved.

6.	Report from Cornwall Councillor A Soady 

Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady advised the meeting that the changes in the Waste Contract were coming into effect for our area in Summer 2024.

7.	Chair and Clerks Comments 

None.

8.	Public Rights of Way

The footpath between the Forge Car Park and Redannack Estate was in need of some attention.  The Clerk would contact Cornwall Council.

Bridleway 4 was impassable due to the heavy rainfall and leaking water reservoir at the top of the path.  The Clerk was in communication with the Countryside Officer.

9.	Public Open Spaces 

A huge thank you to Councillor A Gilbert and J Pascoe for tightening the zip wire cable.

The Chair was having difficulties in obtaining quotes from play companies to update the park, although she would continue to try.

The Cemetery was in a good condition.

Mullion Extravaganza had contacted the Clerk to ask for permission to use St Mellan’s Park for their event on Sunday 28 July 2024.  A marquee would be erected.  It was agreed to allow this organisation to use the park, with the relevant permission and insurance being in place.

10.	Highways 

The National Trust had received permission from Natural England to clear the river at Poldhu to allow better flow of water.  It was hoped that this would be undertaken at the beginning of April 2024.

The white lines on the A3083 north of Mullion Holiday Park had still not been repainted.  Councillor Soady was asked once again to speak to the Highways Manager about this safety concern and the Chair and Clerk had reported it to Cornwall Council yet again.

11.	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for funding 

None.

12.	Finance and Accounts

Concern was raised over the standing charge amount for the lighting at Gibbons Fields.  The Clerk would speak to EDF.

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Skeites, seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED to confirm the accounts and to pay the invoices.

13.	Other correspondence received

None.

14.	Co-option of a New Councillor

No applications had been received – the vacancy would continue to be advertised.
