The Chair opened the meeting, advised of the fire and public speaking procedures and welcomed everyone. 

One member of the public was present.


1. Public Session

None.

2.	Absence

Councillors A Gilbert, J Pascoe and Mrs L Skeites had submitted their apologies to the meeting.

3.	Minutes

It was proposed by Councillor K Wilson, seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 15 October 2024 be approved as a true record and were duly signed by the Chair.

4.	Declarations of Interest

None.

5.	Planning

Following consideration by the Councillors of the Planning Applications received from Cornwall Council, the following decisions were made:

PA24/07898 – Jalna, 63 Laflouder Fields – Proposed extension and alterations

There was one comment of support online.

It was proposed by Councillor K Wilson, seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED to support the application.

PA24/07954 – Caragvean, Ghost Hill, Predannack - Replacement conservatory, extension to existing east facing dormer, demolition of existing lean-to greenhouse and extension to existing garage and replacement of existing timber handrail to west elevation balcony 

The Agent attended the meeting and explained the need for the alterations.

It was proposed by Councillor J Birnie, seconded by Councillor K Wilson and RESOLVED to support the application.

One member of the public left the meeting. 

PA24/08304 - Predannack Airfield, Hervan Lane, Predannack - Minor repairs and upgrade of services, including external lighting and alterations to external hardstanding footpaths

It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor M Rowse and RESOLVED to support the application.

The following decisions had been made by Cornwall Council:-

PA24/05561 - Predannack Manor, Predannack - Proposed new gateway and installation of a metal gate opposite an existing access point – Approved

PA23/10158 - Natural England - Gwenton Farm, Bochym Hill - Removal of Section 106 Agreement in relation to W2/PA99/00978/F dated 27th March 2003 Conversion and extension of redundant barn to dwelling for an agricultural worker and installation of a septic tank - S52/S106 and discharge of condition

PA24/06825 - Land North East Of Steephurst, Nansmellyon Road - Permission in Principal for the construction of up to 3 dwellings (minimum of 1, maximum of 3) – Refused

PA24/07732 – Summerhill, 85 Laflouder Fields - Proposed Extension and Alterations - Approved

PA24/05875 – Treverbyn, Polurrian Cliffs - Creation of vehicular access from rear of property onto Gwel an Garrek and formation of parking area with space for turning within the property - Approved

6.	Report from Cornwall Councillor A Soady 

Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady had submitted his apologies to the meeting and had circulated an email update.

7.	Chair and Clerks Comments 

None.

8.	Public Rights of Way

Cornwall Council had approved the funds for the Enhanced LMP to improve the following paths in the village:-

· FP15 - The Commons to Park Enskellaw - better access for mobility scooters
· FP49/1 - Rear of St Mellan’s Park - To cut back and reinstate the original tarmac path to widen the access all along this path.

The following path required the attention of the Countryside Officer due to the waymarkers being removed and the paths not following the designated route.  Therefore, this funding would not be approved.  Electric fencing was also obstructing the path.  The Clerk would chase the Countryside Officer.

9.	Public Open Spaces 

Councillor J Pascoe had circulated a report, including quotes, for the replacement of the CCTV system.  Councillors were asked to read the information and ask any questions prior to the next meeting, at which a discussion and decision would take place.

Quotes had been obtained for replacement park equipment.  The Clerk had circulated the three proposals and quotes.  A lengthy discussion was had about all of the proposals and materials to be used.  It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor J Birnie and unanimously RESOLVED to remove the large wooden climbing frame and replace it with a four tower climbing frame constructed from recycled materials from Elevate Play.  The small boat that was removed earlier in the year would also be replaced with a smaller lookout tower and slide for toddlers.  The Clerk would apply for grant funding and Councillor Mrs K Wilson would look into crowd funding opportunities.

The adult gym equipment required some attention.  The Clerk would speak to South West Play for a repair quote, as the equipment was well used.

Councillor R Willey had successfully repaired the zip wire seat and was thanked.  However, the steps needed some attention.  Councillors R Willey and R Ormond would look into what was required and obtain a quote to do that wood work, repair the broken picnic bench in the park and the broken seat bench outside of the YMCA building.

New swing seats had been obtained and would be fitted by Councillor G Atkinson.

Weedkilling the roads and pavements was again discussed.  The Clerk would speak to the Grounds Contractor and obtain a quote.

Mullion in Bloom had cut back the pedestrian lane leading to the Cemetery and the Clerk had sent a thank you email.

10.	Highways 

Poldhu river had been cleared of weeds and it was hoped that the road would not flood to the same level as it had before.  This would be monitored over the coming weeks.


11.	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for funding 

Mullion Christmas Lights had sent a letter requesting a donation towards the cost of insurance.  It was proposed by Councillor Mrs K Wilson, seconded by Councillor R Ormond and RESOLVED to grant £550 to the organisation.

The annual CPRE subscription had been received.  It was proposed by Councillor R Willey, seconded by Councillor G Atkinson and RESOLVED to subscribe to the organisation again.


12.	Finance and Accounts

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs K Wilson, seconded by Councillor R Willey and RESOLVED to confirm the accounts and to pay the invoices.

13.	Other correspondence received

None.

14.	Planning Enforcement
